Alumnae Association Constitution

Section 1: Purpose and History

1. Purpose

a. The purpose of the UNC, alpha Kappa Delta Phi National Sorority, Inc. Alumnae Association are:

i. To promote the continuation of the values of the sorority after completion of their time as active members at the University of North Carolina, Chapel Hill.

ii. To develop a network of sisters residing in different regions – professionally and socially.

iii. To coordinate events for UNC aKDPhi Alumnae

iv. Provide support for the UNC active house

v. Facilitate communication between UNC aKDPhi Alumnae, and Active through the Alumnae Advisory Board, Alumnae Advisor, and Alumnae Chair

vi. To sustain a network among UNC aKDPhi alumnae with alumnae from other chapters

2. History

a. The University of North Carolina, alpha Kappa Delta Phi Sorority, Inc., chapter was established on March 16, 1996 by our seven founding sisters:   

b. Trinh Le, Tina Wu, Carol Chen, Wendy Yang, Joyce Chu, Chetali Kuber, and Jenny Hsieh. Together they formed the Charter Class that shaped the traditions we continue to maintain today. 

c. To continue the values of the sorority after graduation, the UNC aKDPhi Alumnae Association was formed in the spring of 2008.

Section 2: Alumnae Association Membership & Donations

1. Membership

a. All sisters of UNC aKDPhi will be considered members of the UNC aKDPhi Alumnae Association upon completion of their undergraduate career at UNC.

Donations

a. Donations are not mandatory, but strongly encouraged in order to develop and sustain the foundation and goals of the Alumnae Association.

b. Donations will be kept confidential and only membership levels will be public. 

c. Donations and Donation Forms should be forwarded to the Alumnae Treasurer (TBA).

d. Membership levels will be the following:

i. $0-$20 – Candle Membership

ii. $21-$50 – Iris Membership

iii. $51-$100 Hourglass Membership

iv. $101-$200 Phoenix Membership

v. $201 + Diamond Membership

Section 3: UNC Alumnae Advisory Board

1. Purpose of the Alumnae Advisory Board (AAB)

a. The purpose of the AAB is to aid the communication, create support and maintain the bond between UNC Alumnae, Actives and Alumnae Nationwide. The AAB will also aid the Active house to remember the ideals and traditions set forth by our founding sisters.

2. Positions, Duties, and Election Procedures

a. The AAB will be comprised of the following positions under 2 year alternating terms
b. Positions are effective on March 16 of each even numbered year

i. Alumnae Association President

1. The UNC Board Alumnae President is the main coordinator for the Alumnae Association and will be expected to create the AA Constitution and handbook.

2. Oversees Alumnae Advisory Board and Alumnae Association

3. Maintains communication between National Alumnae Board (NAB) and acts as a liaison between the Active House and the House Alumnae Chair.

4. Oversees UNC aKDF AA bank account

5. Must keep best interest of both Alumnae and Actives concerning all decisions

ii. Treasurer/Scholarship Chair

1. The treasurer/scholarship chair will be expected to handle the financial matters of the unit including working on a membership plan and setting up scholarship funds.

2. Maintains the UNC Alumnae Association fund and controls the bank account

3. Collects all UNC Alumnae Association membership fees and keeps an accurate record of all funds received and spent

4. Solicits and manages scholarship donations

5. Prepares scholarships qualifications and rules

6. Responsible for appointing a selection committee for scholarship recipients

iii. Secretary/ Newsletter Coordinator

1. The UNC Alumnae Board Secretary is expected to serve as the administrative support for the unit

2. Coordinates and distributes a bi-yearly newsletter

3. Records all minutes at the meetings

4. Keeps a historic record of the UNC Alumnae Association members’ contact information

3. 
Communication

a. The AAB will meet regularly to discuss any issues pertaining to

i. Alumnae/Active relations

ii. Issues brought forward by Alumnae or Actives

iii. Scholarships

iv. Sponsors

v. Pertinent changes in the Active House constitution

vi. Mentorship Program

b. Requests by the UNC Alumnae Association and Active house shall be communicated between the Alumnae President and Active House president

c. Secretary/newsletter chair will update the AA members with minutes from the AAB meetings

4. Elections

a. Only existing Alumnae can be nominated

b. Platforms should be sent out one week after accepting their nominations
c. Elections shall take place in December of the year preceding the new term
Section 4: Scholarships

1. Applications and nominations for all scholarships must be summated to the Treasurer/Scholarship Coordinator

2. GPA Scholarship (Great Performance in Academics)

a. Requirements can be found on application
