UNC-CH Men’s Club Soccer
Constitution:
The Men's soccer club at the University of North Carolina is student- run and is composed of two teams. The white team is the 1st team and the blue team is the 2nd team. Both teams compete in games and tournaments throughout the fall and spring semester, with only the White team representing the University at Regionals and Nationals.  All players will be considered for 1st team action and have the ability to be moved between the two teams depending on play, attitude, and commitment. However, incoming freshman are not eligible for first team action until the time of Regionals (October).
The club competes against other universities in North Carolina and neighboring states as well as some D2 and D3 varsity teams. Besides NCAA Division I soccer, this is the highest level of soccer in the area.The team does some limited traveling for games and further for tournaments (Alabama, Arizona, Georgia, Florida, Tennessee) . Each team practices 2-3 times per week with games most weekends and some on week nights.
 This is a highly competitive club that has qualified for Nationals and finished in  the top 16 in the nation the past two seasons.  The club is also the defending Region 2 (VA,NC,SC,TN,GA,FL,MS,AL) champion, defeating the University of Florida 1-0 in the final. The goal for the season is to win Regionals and have a legitimate chance to win the NIRSA National Championship.
The teams are funded partially by the UNC Sports Club Program, but primarily through membership dues.  The club is also responsible for raising further money to help fund trip and entry expenses for Nationals.
Finally, by definition, the UNC Men's Soccer Club is a service organization and therefore the club engages in various service projects throughout the year in order to help represent both the University and the Sports Club Program.  Members are expected to fulfill some sort of service hours to help maintain this important aspect of the club
